Set up includes finishing and accurately slotting the nut, burnishing and
conditioning the fret board, polishing the frets, rounding the edges of the fret
board, and adjusting the neck, action and intonation.

All St. Blues guitars feature a hand cut bone nut.

All St. Blues guitars feature 18% nickel silver fret wire, fully leveled, crowned
and polished.
